Research Duties: All tenure-track faculty members are expected to engage in scholarly activity 
(some combination of discovery/integration/application/pedagogy) and to 
publish results.  

Professional Duties: All tenure-track faculty members serve the community in various ways out of 
their expertise and share in faculty administration.

The successful candidates should be able to offer a range of courses in 
computing science, are committed to a faith-based approach to the discipline, 
and will be interested in teaching and obtaining external funding to conduct 
research with undergraduate students. The appointments will share the 
responsibilities for the delivery of the 4-yr B.Sc. degree in computing science 
with existing faculty members in the Computing Science Department and the 
Faculty of Natural Sciences.
