Organic Chemistry in the Fall term of the 2021-2022 academic year. This class meets Tuesday/Thursday from 9:30-

10:50 a.m., and the appointment will include one 3-hour lab section. 

CHEM 450: The correlation between structure and reactivity of complex organic molecules is studied through reaction 

mechanisms. Concepts important to theoretical organic chemistry are introduced and applied. Laboratories focus on 

synthetic organic chemistry and physical organic techniques. Microscale organic techniques are utilized in the 

laboratory, as well as computer modelling of organic structures.
