• Have an open-minded attitude toward diversity in all of its forms  

• Demonstrate an ability to communicate effectively 

• Able to work independently with minimal supervision 

• Demonstrate confidence and maturity in interpersonal relationships  

• Able to generate enthusiasm for informal networking and social activities  

• Able to solve problems with a positive attitude and work ethic  

• Be willing and ready to share your unique King’s story. 
 
Responsibilities and Expectations for all King’s Ambassadors:  

• Attend mandatory training in September, TBA. 

• Attend all scheduled meetings 

• Participate in a minimum of 5 volunteer hours per month at scheduled events 

• Volunteer at both Open House events (October Open House and March Info Night), dates will be 
communicated when the team is established. 

• Engage and welcome guests who attend online and in-person campus visit events. 

• Maintain and respond to connect tab online profile within a reasonable timeframe. 

• Involve yourself in the life of the King’s community through attendance at and support of community 
events as appropriate

between the semesters as evenly as possible. Time commitments will vary from week to week, as will the 
positions available.
